Long Tones: Gradually crescendo, then decrescendo.  Begin with 8 counts; later try for more.

Band Warm-up: Tongue first; slur later.  Memorize this as soon as possible.

Beginning Lip Slur: Say "TA - EE" to slur from low note to high note.

Intermediate Lip Slur: Use these fingerings; continue to direct your airstream with "TA-EE".

Advanced Lip Slur: Take note of any new notes for you (flats/sharps) and their fingerings.
